1) The board will attempt to find a host/venue for the Holiday party. Mike will contact 
Sugar Hollow to see if they can accommodate a party in lieu of the usual neighbor 
host.

While whole lake treatments control for other nuisance weeds and plants 
these treatments don't do much for that algae. Other treatments like Phoslock and 
Nanobubbles are expensive and not entirely proven. Some other ideas of how to 
physically remove the algae will be explored. 
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
